
Prime Minister KISHIDA Fumio will pay an Official Visit to the United States upon 
the invitation from President Joe Biden, for the first time in nine years as Japan’s PM. 
PM KISHIDA will hold a Summit Meeting with President Biden and  attend the State 
Dinner in Washington, D.C., as well as make an address to a Joint Meeting of the U.S. 
Congress on our two countries’ leadership and partnership for the future. 
PM KISHIDA will also visit another state afterwards, where he will highlight Japan’s contributions to the U.S. 
economy through investments and job creation by Japanese companies. He will also reiterate that Japan-
U.S. relationship is supported by a wide range of groups in the societies of both countries.
